She grew up on First Street in our neighborhood and there and at the schools she at-
tended, she was, no doubt, surrounded by a diverse mix of immigrants which may account for
the fact that Maureen seemed comfortable playing roles that called for ethnic characterizations.

and Beatrice Carbone on Broadway and in the #irivjew from the Bridge She played the
guintessential Irish mother, Ma Kelly, in the riotous filohnny Dangerouslyand Mary
O6Meaghan i n her Emmmong theRaths taEderflayimgg Jewish e i n
widow, Bea Asher, she was nominated for another Emmyuigen of the Stardust Ballroom

nation. Maureen was nominated for her first screen rdlemelyhearts(who can forget her
