We had a representative from Hart Alarm Systems speak to 

our group about safe guarding properties to protect from po-

tential break-ins and burglaries.  He stressed the following tips 

to safeguard properties: 
 

1.  Motion detecting lights in the rear of properties are help-

ful in scaring off potential criminals 
2. Use lights on a timer when away from your property.            

Make sure the timing of lights makes logical sense.  (bedroom 

light turned off after living space etc.) 
3. All deadbolts should be more than 1 inch deep 
4.   All windows should be secured/locked/pinned when no-

body is home to safeguard property.
